OUTPOST is pleased to present How Can We Carry On? - a significant new body of drawings and wall-
based reliefs by Anthony Green.

As one enters the gallery space one is greeted with three large panels covered in an array of materials:
found photographs, objects, drawings and moulded, textured, printed and painted surfaces.

These works (like the accompanying drawings) take the human face, specifically the motif of two eyes, a
nose and a mouth, as their starting point. A laboured process of ‘dismantling’ ensues until the composite
parts are almost completely abstracted under layers of embellishment and alterations, formally invoking
modes of constructivism and bricolage. As materials have been added each panel has adopted a theme:
the self-portrait, work and play, representing a broad personal ontology.

The finished panels become 1:1 scale maps or diagrams - an anthropology of culture and being. Rather
than representing life, the works strive to produce the ‘a-signifying’ - in Green’s words generating: “an
inorganic life by fast forwarding and making representation worse”. In this way Green questions the
political and ethical possibilities presented by the mode of life of the artist framed by the social era of our
times, an era that has been variously referred to as “Societies of Control”, “Post-Fordist Capitalism” and
“Capitalist Realism”.

Green graduated in 1996 from a BA (Hons) Fine Art: Painting at Chelsea College of Art and Design. Recent
exhibitions include: ‘Young British Art’, Curated by Ryan Gander, Limoncello, London , 2011; ‘Peeping
Tom’, Curated by Keith Coventry, Kunsthal KAdE Amersfoort (NL) , 2011; ‘The Library of Babel / In and
