OUTPOST is pleased to present a collection of recent work by Norfolk based artist Georgie Manly.
 
Manly’s work demands audience participation, an observation already explicit in her exhibition flyer’s invitation to complete its own image. Previous examples of her installation and performative work have dictated the ‘viewers’ physical movement and game playing involvement within the piece’s structure.
 
This pronounced participatory feature of Manly’s practice was also much in evidence during her contribution to a recent OUTPOST group show at F.a.i.t. in Krakow. The Polish exhibition debuted an unscripted departure, a collection of ceramic hybrids - sculptures come serving vessels - that were meticulously presented, laden and ‘baited’ with a selection of snack stuffs and salty treats. The opening night’s audience consequently found themselves indulging in such unlikely - but highly decorous - cocktail kebab combos as raisins, cockles & polo mints – with the participants’ involuntary reactions, asserting the works active, social & sensual principals.
 
The extensive and varied handling of clay in this body of recent work, simultaneously purges and exploits clays craft rhetoric, whilst the forms themselves – some derived from cross sectional anatomical studies of common insects – involve shifting scales, producing small, yet monumental architectural staging for the diminutively enticing - but gastronomically challenging - finger food.
 
A prolific producer, Manly moves through ideas quickly, the work pursued with a characteristic air of ‘open curiosity’. Her sculptural ideas and projects are delivered with a uniquely charming and approachable aesthetic; the stylistic agenda evolving so rapidly, that at the time of writing, there are no certainties about the forthcoming show’s exact composition.
 
Manly graduated from Norwich School of Art and Design in 2006 and this is her first solo exhibition.
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
